Response: The 15-489 cutoff age range was based on the fact that most developing countries currently collect data on VAWG through DHS and MICS which mainly focus on women and girls of reproductive age.
Therefore, the most consistent group for which regional and global aggregation is possible is for the 15-49 age groups (this is also the group for which prevalence rates are the highest). Many countries now collect
data for women older than 49 through standalone VAWG surveys, therefore, in principle the age ranges can (and should) be expanded. However, in order to tailor responses, itis also critical to monitor prevalence
rates by age groups and form of violence. For indicator 5.2 2, disaggregating by place of occurrence would alse capture sexual violence against women and girls in workplaces and public spaces, providing important
links with targets 8.8 (safe workplaces) and 11.7 (safe public spaces).
